How many characters does my answer have? 
To determine how many characters are in a portion of text in a Word document: 

On a PC: Highlight the text that you want to know the character count for. Click the “Review” tab and choose “Word Count.”

On a Mac: Highlight the text that you want to know the character count for. Click on “Tools” and choose “Word Count.”

On both PC and Mac, you can also right click on the word count on the bottom left of the document and select “Character count with spaces” to show the character count at the bottom. This count will update when you highlight a portion of the text.

In Part 2, you will describe the proposal for which you are seeking funding. The answers to these questions are provided to review panelists.

Each textbox will display a character limit (inclusive of letters, numbers, spaces, and paragraph breaks).
